Specially Designated Merchant (SDM) licenses permit the sale of beer and wine for consumption off the
premises only. Specially Designated Distributor (SDD) licenses permit the sale of alcoholic liquor, other than
Beer and wine under 21 per cent alcohol by volume, for consumption off the premises only.

For your information, part of the investigation of the application is conducted by the local law enforcement
agency and investigative forms will be released to them either in person or by mail.

Although local governing body approval is not required by the Michigan Liquor Control Code, Rules and
Related Laws for off-premise licenses, the local governing body, or its designee, may notify the Commission at -
the above address within 15 days of receipt of this letter if the applicant location will not be in compliance with ~
all appropriate state and local building, plumbing, zoning, fire, sanitation and health laws and ordinances, or if

the applicant is considered ineligible due to other factors.

All conditions of non- comphance must be outlined in detail, indicating the apphcable laws and ordmances A
copy of the law and/or ordinance may be submitted with the notification.

Dear Clerk Swope:

As you are aware, the Bankruptcy Court in In re General Motors Corporation, et al, U.S.
Bankruptcy Court Southern District N.Y., Chapter 11, Case No. 09-50026 (REG), on June 2,
2009 and July 5, 2009, ordered the transfer of, among other things, tax abatements and tax
incentives, including, but not limited to, Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificates (i.e., PA 198
Tax Abatement Agreements) and Personal Property Exemptions under MCL 211.9f (i.e., PA 328
Tax Abatement Resolutions/Agreements) from the former General Motors Corporation (“Old
G.M.”) (n/k/a Motors Liquidation Corporation, “MLC”) to General Motors LLC (operating in
Michigan under the assumed name of “General Motors of Michigan LLC” (“New GM”)). Due
to the voluminous size, we have not attached a copy of same. The Orders can be reviewed and
downloaded from the following website: www.motorsliquidationdocket.com.

While this letter of notification is undoubtedly unnecessary given your prior knowledge
of the Bankruptcy Order and your acquiescence in the transfer(s) by not having filed objections
to same after being notified by the Court of the opportunity to do so, we are providing the Orders
as a professional courtesy, and to request that the appropriate local and State records are updated
to reflect the transfer to New GM. To that end, we would respectfully request that the PA 198
Tax  Abatement  Certificates/Agreements and/or PA 328 Tax  Abatement
Agreements/Resolutions, and such other Agreements relating thereto, with respect to the above
referenced matters, be updated to reflect the transfers of same from Old GM to New GM in
accordance with the Bankruptcy Court Order and Proceedings.

If you determine that you will not comply with and follow the provisions and directions
of the Bankruptcy Court Orders and Proceedings and require that New GM take other action to
effectuate the transfers, please notify the undersigned in writing immediately (via fax: 313-845-



4294 and email: daniel.houlfi@gm.com) so that it may take such action as it deems necessary to
assure the transfers are effectuated as ordered by the Bankruptcy Court.

Community Use Funds: $500 (These are the critical supplies needed)

*We are seeking discounts and additional donations on these items fto offset the remaining
costs over $500*

Tools - $400 (20 loppers * $20 each) — These will be stored and used for successive Averill
woods maintenance by residents that we could also lend to other neighborhoods for their work
days. We have done smaller areas of woods maintenance in the past. We hope this large
group will help us to get the “boost” we need to bring the entire woods to a point where we can
do routine maintenance. (We were unable to locate these type of hand tools for rental. And we
are not able to use the smaller hand pruners due to the dimensions of vines and saplings
being cut.)
