The Lansing Planning Board, at its meeting held on February 16, 2010, voted (4-0) to recommend approval
of the request by Studio Intrigue Architects on behalf of Eastside Armory, LLC to rezone the property at 300
Elvin Court from “B” Residential district to “E-1” Apartment Shop district. The purpose of the rezoning is
to permit the former armory building at this location to be used for professional offices and a catering business.
The building would be split up into approximately six separate offices. The applicant would like to make use
of the existing kitchen in the building for a catering business would provide off-site catering services and food
services to the users of the building.

The Planning Board found, based on testimony, evidence and the staff report, that the request is consistent with
the intent of the Northeast Area Comprehensive Plan and would be compatible with the surrounding land uses.
The proposed uses will not generate a heavy volume of traffic and will not produce noise or other nuisances
that would negatively impact the surrounding area.

COMPATIBILITY WITH SURROUNDING LAND USE

The proposal for this project involves converting the former armory building into professional offices
with space for a catering business that would provide food services to the users of the building as well
as off-site catering. There is awell-equipped 1,300 square foot kitchen in the existing facility. Rather
than remove the equipment, the applicant would prefer to make use of it by making it available to a
catering. The remainder ofthe building will be divided up into approximately 6 separate offices. The
historic character of the building will be retained. The gymnasium floor and the stage will be
preserved, as will the exterior building facade. With the exception of resurfacing the parking lot and
other cosmetic changes to the building and site, the property will remain virtually unchanged.

The applicant originally requested that the property be rezoned to the “F” Commercial district
because it would permit both the office use and the food service use. Such uses are low impact and
would be compatible with the surrounding area. However, this district also allows several uses that
would not be acceptable at this location such as fast food restaurants, gasoline stations, automotive
repair facilities and car lots. After further discussions with the applicant, it was agreed that the “E-1”
Apartment Shop district would be the most appropriate zoning designation for the property since
it would allow all principal uses permitted in the “D-1" Professional Office district and the proposed
food service use, but would not allow the other more objectionable uses that would be permitted
under the “F” Commercial district.
